ORDER
The Director,  Kerala State Literacy Mission Authority, Thiruvananthapuram in his

letters read as second paper above has reported that  KSLMA is focusing its attention of the
equivalency programme. The objective is to provide an alternative education programme that is
equivalent to the existing formal system of Education. The programme is also aimed at the neo-
literates who aspire to continue their education which would enable them to stand on a par with
other who have successfully completed  their course in the formal system of education. Three
levels on Equivalency have been  identified, namely, Standard IV, VII and X. The first level
equivalency programme has already been sanctioned by Government as per the G.O.  read as
first paper above.

Government have examined the proposal of KSLMA and  the representations re-
ceived from various organisations in detail and are pleased to accord sanction for the equivalency
Examination of Standard X (liberalised Scheme) which will help a number of expatriates from
Kerala, working in foreign countries to overcome the recent regulations by the Government of
UAE stipulating matriculation as minimum qualification for renewal of work permit and resi-
dence permit.



Course and Structure

The Liberalised Examination Scheme consists of two levels ‘O’ level and ‘A’ level.
‘O’ level constituted the foundation course, aims at the competency of 50% and ‘A’ level course
ensure 7-80% of existing syllabus of S.S.L.C. examination.

Any neo-literate or  dropout or any other person who attain the age of 18, if produce
sufficient documents to prove the date of birth. can appear for the ‘O’ level examination. The
direction of the ‘O’ level course is five months. Those who pass the ‘O’ level examination can
appear the ‘A’ level course having a duration of seven months. It will not mandatory to attend a
fixed number of teaching  hours. However facilities will be provided by the Continuing Education
Centres  for coaching contact classes to ........ who need them.

Curriculum and Syllabus :

The Curriculum and syllabus prepared by experts in the field of Adult and non-
formal education shall be approved  by the newly  constituted Equivalency Examination Board.
While preparing  the curriculum and syllabus, factors such as  age and experience  of the learners
will be taken into account. Since the Equivalency Examination is meant for adult and most of
whom are likely to be employed the syllabus  and curriculum are to be slightly different  from the
curriculum and syllabus of regular  S.S.L.C. stream. It should be more appropriate  to the living
conditions of the learners. The syllabus for IV and VII equivalency examination can also be
approved  by the Equivalency Examination Board.

Conduct of Examination :

A separate Board shall be constituted  for conduct  of examination taking  into
account  of the nature of examination  and the overwhelming response in this regard. The equiva-
lency examination of  Standard IV, VII and O level will be conducted  by the Equivalency
Examination Board. The certificate issued to the  winners by the Board of Public Examination
who pass level ‘A’ standard X equivalency examination will be in par with the students who pass
S.S.L.C. examinations in matters of employment and Higher studies. The certificate issued to
the winners  by the Equivalency Examination Board, who pass level O Equivalency Examina-
tions will be valid  for employment purpose abroad only. This certificate will not make a person
eligible for employment through Public Service Commission.
Financial Commitment

The implementation of the Equivalency examination of X standard scheme shall be
based on a purely self financing pattern without any financial commitment on the part of the
Government.  Registration fee, course fee and Examination fee and Examination fee shall be
collected from the learners for both the O level and A level courses and all expenses for the
various stages of the conduct of the examination will be met from this fund.

Government  also accord sanction for constituting an Equivalency Examination Board
with the following  members.



1. The Secretary to Government, General Education Department - Chairman
2. The Director of Public Instruction, Thiruvananthapuram - Member
3. The Director, SCERT - Member
4. The Director, Vocational Higher Secondary Education - Member
5. The Director, Higher Secondary Education - Member
6. The Director, KSLMA, Thiruvananthapuram - Member
7. Three nominated member from Adult and Continuing Education - Member

The powers and duties of the  Equivalency Examination Board
1. Approve  the curriculum and syllabus of the IV, VII and X Equivalency courses.
2. To approve textbooks prepared by subject experts and field oriented personnel according to

the general and specific objectives.
3. To arrange for the conduct of the examination both internal and external and to arrange for

certification.
4. To plan the course structure including the charging of fees and pricing  of textbooks and

levying of examination fees so as to conduct the programme on a self sustainable basis.
5. To suggest deployment  of adequate personnel for the proper conduct of the  programme.
6. To constitute a State Level Advisory Committee especially for the X standard. In addition to

this Board will approve  the formation of Academic Resource Groups for various subjects.
7. To take decisions on other relevant matters relating to the successful conduct of the

programme.
