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Helen Keller was born in Alabama, U.S.A. in 1880. When she was only 19 months old she became
blind and deaf. A teacher called Anne Sullivan came into her life and taught her by communicating
through her fingers. Under the able guidance of Mrs. Sullivan, Helen Keller began to speak and
graduated with honours at Radcliff college in 1904. She published many books. Her life and her
writings are a great source of inspiration and a testimony to the will and courage of human beings
to overcome all handicaps. 20
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
